Brief Description of Duties: Performs functional tests, analyzes performance and troubleshoots the electronic, hydraulic, pneumatic and mechanical functions of avionics systems and subsystems, and automatic flight control systems.  Removes, repairs, calibrates, installs, aligns, harmonizes, foresights, inspects, and conducts operational performance checkout of integrated avionics systems.  Accomplishes organizational and intermediate level modifications as required applying appropriate technical data requisitions, processes and accounts for supply assets as required in the repairable processing system.  Provides hands-on training instruction to lower-graded personnel concerned with the repair of integrated avionics systems.  Provides on-the-job training to newly assigned personnel regardless of grade level.  Prepares for and participates in various types of readiness evaluations such as Operational Readiness Inspections (ORI), Inspector General (IG) Inspections, Unit Effectiveness Inspections (UEI), and mobility and command support exercises.
