Position: Assistant Operations Officer

Brief Description of Duties:

Assistant Operations Officer of the Mobilization Augmentation Command, a unit with the mission to support the Department of the Army Operations Center (AOC), the National Guard Bureau Joint Staff and the Army National Guard Readiness Center Emergency Operations Center (EOC). Interacts with AOC and EOC Team Chiefs and ARNGRC Operations Division for current and future operational and personnel requirements for Temporary Tours of Active Duty (TTAD) and Active Duty Special Work (ADSW). Coordinates with DCARNG J3 for operations and training support. Represents the Commanding General at the DCARNG monthly training meetings.  Coordinates unit training program, school placement, monthly and yearly training calendars, and unit training meetings.

Qualifications:  

1. Must meet requirements of AR 135-18 and NGR 600-5.

2. TOP SECRET Clearance required.  Although a TS is not required to apply, a current SECRET (investigation less than 10 years) and an Interim TS clearance must be complete prior to formal appointment.

3. Should have DA Staff and/or ARNGRC staff experience.

4. Battalion S-3, Training Officer or state G-3 operations experience preferred.

Education:

A. Lieutenant or captain, with less than 5 years time in grade must have completed an officer basic course.

B. Captain, with at least 5 years time in grade, must have completed an officer-advanced course.

C. Major, with at least 5 years time in grade, must have completed at least 50 percent of the Army Command and General Staff Officers Course (CGSOC), or its equivalent, as specified in AF 135-155, table 2-2. 

Submit copy of completed requirement.



Eligibility Requirements:

1. Applicants who have voluntarily separated from the AGR Program are not eligible to re-enter for one year from date separation.

2. Must be able to complete at least 10 years of continuous service in an AGR status prior to Mandatory Removal Date.

3. Must be able to complete 3 years prior to 18 years Active Service.

4. Ineligible if involuntarily separated from the AGR program.

5. Prior to entry on AD or FTNGD in the AGR Program, must be medically certified as drug free, be tested negative for human immunodeficiency virus (HIV), and not be pregnant, per AR 40-501 and AR 600-110.  Must meet body composition/weight control standard prescribed by AR 600-9.

NEW REQUIREMENTS

6. Pregnancy testing for female soldiers will be accomplished no more than 15 days prior to initial entry.

7. Chapter 3 physicals must be accomplished:

a. At an active military medical treatment facility, ARNG or USAR medical units, or through the Federal Strategic Health Alliance (FEDS_HEAL) Program.

b. Within 24 months prior to initial entry into the AGR program.  Chapter 3 physicals older than 24 months cannot be used to access soldiers into the AGR program.  Soldiers with Chapter 3 physicals that are more than 6 months but less than 24 months old prior to the soldier’s projected accession into the AGR program must submit a DA Form 7349 reviewed and validated, through a personal interview, by the State/Territory Surgeon or Health Care Provider Designee (physician, physician’s assistant or nurse practitioner).  The DA Form 7349 must be accomplished within 60 days prior to the first day of AGR duty to ensure that Chapter 3 standard continue to be met.



Current Unit assignment, MOS/SSI and Military grade must be included on application.

Incomplete application will not be considered for employment.
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
