I am asking for your assistance for collecting referrals for my unit for high quality traditional “M-day” officers and NCOs that live within a commuting distance of the Pentagon. The Mobilization Augmentation Command of the DCARNG was the first unit activated in September, 2001 with a mission of augmenting both the Army Operations Center (AOC) in the Pentagon and the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) in the ARNG Readiness Center. Although we formally demobed in February 2002, we continue to support the AOC/EOC missions with over 160 full time TTAD and ADSW as well as traditional “M-day” officer and NCOs. This unit directly supports the "heartbeat of the Army".

These positions are branch immaterial and are competitive. Past history is shown that only about one of every three candidates are accepted. The following attributes outline the general expectations. All candidates must have: 

1. A Security Clearance: 

· AOC Division: (be capable of obtaining) a Top Secret or interim TS clearance;

· EOC Division: A current Secret clearance;

2. Operations experience;

3. Excellent communication skills (both verbal and written); and

4. A competitive military bio.

The following criteria are provided by grade: 

1. Captains must have the Advanced Course. Successful company command preferred.

2. Majors must have CAS3. Successful company command preferred. Should be enrolled in CGSC. 50% CGSC completion is preferred.

3. Lieutenant Colonels must have CGSC completed. Successful battalion command preferred.

4. E8s must have completed ANOC. 

Note: There are no positions for E1 through E6, warrant officers, or lieutenants.
