Evaluation of Process: Application will be evaluated solely on information supplied in the application.  Experience will be evaluated relevance to the position for which application is made.  Application must show that applicant can meet knowledge, skills and abilities as identified in the announcement.

Brief Description of Duties:  Provides paralegal assistance to the SJA in support of the D.C. Army and Air National Guard full-time support force, and the traditional military force.  Conducts legal research in order to prepare written analysis including precedent analysis and course of action recommendations to the SJA on a variety of legal issues; prepares draft proposed legal memoranda for cases; gathers, sorts and collects evidence for the full and part time SJA staff to ensure completeness; responsible for the scheduling and coordination of the convening of various administrative boards; schedules legal assistance pre-counseling sessions; prepares wills, power of attorney, and other legal documents as drafted by the SJA; manages the day-to-day operations of the SJA law library and various computerized research functions.  Perform other duties as assigned.
Minimum Qualifications: Education, experience or training must show that the applicant has the ability to perform the duties and responsibilities of the position.  Must have experience in administrative, professional, technical or other responsible work that provided an opportunity to gain knowledge of management practices and administrative processes.  The field of education must demonstrate the knowledge, skills and abilities necessary to do the work.  Substitution for education must be directly related to the work of the position. Specialized Experience: 1 full year at the next lowest grade in the DS or GS scale, or its equivalent.  Education may be substituted for experience with a master’s or equivalent graduate or 2 full years of progressively higher level graduate education leading to a LL.B or J.D.

National Guard, Room 112E, 2001 East Capitol Street, Washington, DC 20003 not later than the closing date, if applicable, or until position is filled.  Faxed applications or applications mailed at government’s expense are not acceptable.  Do not submit a resume’.  The D.C. government application (DC Form 2000) must be submitted and may be attached to a Federal government application.  The Form 2000 may be obtained from any District government personnel office or from DCGO located in the D.C. Armory. Application submitted for consideration will not be returned to the applicant.  Applications received after the closing date or after the position has been filled will be returned without action.

Reduction for Reemployed Annuitant: An individual selected for employment in the District government on or after January 1, 1980 who is receiving an annuity under any Federal or District government civilian retirement system shall have his or her pay reduced by the amount of annuity allocable to the period of employment.  This does not apply to an annuity “first” hired by the District government after September 30, 1987.

Individuals transferring from the Federal government to District government, with no D.C. government service prior to October 1, 1987, must have all leave transferred, but is no longer covered under the Civil Service Retirement (CSR).  Salary can not be handled as a promotion, but based on existing rate of pay.  If individual returns to the Federal government, leave will not be transferred and time served with D.C. government is not creditable.  Individuals employed with D.C. government in a covered position prior to October 1, 1987 are eligible for coverage and benefits under CSR.  (A “covered” position is a position that afforded the employee the rights to have benefits.)
